 GoMap.az offers a comprehensive API platform that enables developers to integrate detailed mapping and 

geolocation services and tools into their applications. 

This page describes what’s possible to build with the different tools and APIs available on the platform and how 

to get the access and information you need to get started. 

We regularly update and improve the experience and products available on the developer platform. These 

improvements make it important for you to stay informed so you don’t miss any updates. 

 

Which tools and APIs are available? 

 The GoMap API Web Service (https://api.gomap.az/main.asmx) offers a wide range of 

SOAP-based endpoints for geographic and location-based services. Some of the key 

methods include: 

• Location search (e.g., searchObj, searchNearBy) 

• Route planning (getRoute, getRouteGeoJSON) 

• Geocoding and reverse geocoding (getAddressByCoords, getNameByCoords) 

• Points of interest (POI) access (getDetailsByPoi_GUID, getImageByPoi_GUID)

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API FUNCTION DESCRIPTIONS 

 

Data Retrieval Workflow 

These functions should be used in sequence for hierarchical geographic and structural data retrieval: 

• getRegionsNew() 

Retrieves a list of available regions. This data serves as input for getRoadsNew(). 

• getRoadsNew(regionData) 

Retrieves roads data based on the selected region. 

• getBuildingsNew(roadData) 

Retrieves building information associated with specific roads. 

• getNewAddress(roadData) 

Returns new address information for the specified road. 

• getNewAddressByCoords(latitude, longitude) 

Retrieves new address information directly using geographic coordinates. 

• getInfoBuilding(buildingData) 

Provides detailed building or house number data based on building input. 

 

Search and Query Functions 

• searchRegions(query) 

Searches and returns matching region objects. 

• searchObj(name) 

Searches for objects by name. Returns the first 10 matches. 

• searchObjPage(pageNumber) 

Returns the next 10 search results. 

• searchObjGoNav(query) 

Searches for navigable objects with GoNav-specific parameters. 

• searchObjWithDistance(query, coordinates) 

Searches for objects and includes distance from the specified coordinates. 

• searchObjPageWithDistance(pageNumber) 

Paginates through search results that include distance data. 

• searchObjXml(query) 

Returns search results in XML format. 

• makeSearchCitySettlement(query) 

Performs a city/settlement search based on the input. 
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• makeSearchCitySettlementFuzzy(query) 

Performs a fuzzy search for cities/settlements (tolerant of spelling errors). 

• makeSearchwithIgnore(query) 

Searches with specific ignore rules (e.g., ignoring certain types of matches). 

 

Point of Interest (POI) and Object Metadata 

• analyzePOI(poiData) 

Analyzes and returns metadata or categorization for a given POI. 

• checkGuid(guid) 

Validates if a GUID is active or linked to a valid object. 

• getDescriptionByPoi_ID(poiId) 

Returns a textual description of the POI identified by ID. 

• getDescriptionByPoi_GUID(poiGUID) 

Returns a textual description of the POI identified by GUID. 

• getDetailsByPoi_GUID(poiGUID) 

Provides extended detail and metadata about a POI using its GUID. 

• getImageByPoi_GUID(poiGUID) 

Returns all available images for a POI by GUID. 

• getAudioByPoi_GUID(poiGUID) 

Returns all available audio files associated with a POI by GUID. 

 

Geolocation and Reverse Geocoding 

• getAddressByCoords(latitude, longitude) 

Returns a standard address for the specified coordinates. 

• getNameByCoords(latitude, longitude) 

Returns a known name or label for a given set of coordinates. 

 

Routing and Navigation 

• getRoute(points) 

Builds a route across the specified points. Use libraries like OpenLayers to render it on web or mobile 

clients. 

• getRouteByType(type, points) 

Returns a route of a specific type (e.g., fastest, shortest, pedestrian).

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• getRouteCoords(routeId) 

Returns the list of coordinates that form the route. 

• getRouteGeoJSON(routeId) 

Provides the route data in GeoJSON format for mapping integration. 

• getRouteNew(parameters) 

Advanced route generation using newer algorithms or parameters. 

• getRouteXml(routeId) 

Returns route data in XML format. 

• getTrafficTilesByCoord(latitude, longitude) 

Retrieves real-time or cached traffic tile overlays for given coordinates.

• getFreeWaysList() 

Lists all available highways or freeways in the system. 

• getCoordsFreeWays(highwayId) 

Returns kilometer-based coordinates for a specified freeway. 

 

Nearby Search 

• searchNearBy(latitude, longitude) 

Returns the 10 nearest POIs around the given coordinates. 

• searchNearBy50(latitude, longitude) 

Returns the 50 nearest POIs around the given coordinates. 

• searchNearByPage(pageNumber) 

Retrieves the next 10 nearby POIs in paginated form. 

 

API Monitoring & Statistics 

• getApiStatisticsByGUID(guid) 

Retrieves API usage statistics for a specific user or client GUID. 

• getApiMethodsStatisticByGUID(guid) 

Returns detailed per-method API usage statistics for the given GUID.

It returns detailed information 

about the POIs found within the specified coordinates.

Response Structure Breakdown 

• success: Indicates whether the query was successful (true or false). 

• cultureid: The culture or language ID used for the query (e.g., en for English). 

• foundObjectsFromRTree: The number of POIs found using R-Tree spatial indexing. 

• poi: An array of POI objects. Each object contains information about a point of interest. 

Each POI object contains: 

• streetName: The name of the street where the POI is located. 

• poiName: The name of the point of interest (e.g., "Central Park"). 

• adminAreaId: An array of area IDs that the POI belongs to (e.g., ["101", "102"]). 

• adminAreaName: The names of the administrative areas (e.g., ["Baku", "Sebail"]). 

• poix: The longitude coordinate of the POI. 
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• poiy: The latitude coordinate of the POI. 

• poiguid: A unique identifier for the POI. 

• phone: The phone number associated with the POI. 

• fax: The fax number associated with the POI. 

• email: The email address associated with the POI. 

• urlweb: A URL for the POI's website. 

• postal: The postal code of the POI. 

• poiextraData: An array of extra data related to the POI (e.g., opening year). 

• poiimageData: An array of images associated with the POI (e.g., image URL). 

• poisettings: An array of settings related to how the POI is displayed on the map (e.g., 

zoom level, icon type). 

Example of Extra Data (poiextraData): 

• key: A specific key representing extra information (e.g., "openedSince"). 

• value: The value associated with the key (e.g., "1857"). 

Example of POI Image Data (poiimageData): 

• imageUrl: The URL for an image associated with the POI. 

Example of POI Display Settings (poisettings): 

• poidisplaySettingId: A unique identifier for the display settings. 

• mcttypeAbbr: Abbreviation of the POI's type (e.g., "ABC"). 

• zoomMin: The minimum zoom level at which the POI will be displayed. 

• zoomMax: The maximum zoom level at which the POI will be displayed. 

• labeled: Whether the POI is labeled on the map (true or false). 

• icon: The icon representing the POI on the map (e.g., "park_icon.png"). 

How to Handle the Response 

You can use the POI array to display or process the information about each POI. Here's an 

example of how to handle the response in JavaScript:

 allows you to verify or check a GUID (Globally Unique Identifier). It can be accessed through 

multiple protocols: SOAP 1.1, SOAP 1.2, HTTP GET, and HTTP POST.

a freeway or road. By providing the road's unique identifier (road_id) and the kilometer point 

(km), this API returns the name of the freeway and the corresponding coordinates.
